I can only
imagine how confused the Pharisees and religious leaders must have been when they saw the people Jesus
was calling upon to follow Him. They were a team of misfits with nothing to lose, but who had everything
to gain in their decision to follow Jesus. 

From an outside perspective, it is easy for us to say that it doesn’t matter where people are from, what
they had done, or who they use to be. But it is different to truly understand the concept and believe it for
ourselves, knowing all that we do about us, our failures and short comings; that Jesus can use us for the
good of His will. If it is proof we need, we can look to the bible and read the many stories that tell of
imperfect people being used by God for His mission. People like Moses with a speech problem, or Rahab
the prostitute, Peter who denied Jesus three times, David the murderer, Gideon who was afraid, Jonah who
ran away from God, Noah the drunk or even Paul the Pharisee who spend his days persecuting Christians
before becoming one himself. That’s just to name a few and I’m almost certain that if you were to ask any
Christian leader or mentor for a personal example, they would have their own imperfect story to share too.

We all have our imperfections; we have all made mistakes and will probably continue to make more as time
goes on. But it’s through our imperfections and mistakes that we learn to be better and grow deeper in our
relationship with Jesus as we experience God’s grace and realise our need for a Saviour. It’s with this
knowledge that we have the power to live a life that brings purpose and joy, and that will take us places
we never imagined reaching.

I pray that you come to truly believe and understand this for yourself today.
