1 Thessalonians 3:2-3 Timothy who is a beloved brother and coworker in God service, was
sent to strengthen people’s faith and encourage their hearts so that no one would be
shaken by their current persecution.
In Act 27 it tells us that the storm was so violent, the ship would be ship wreaked, and
that Paul, encouraged those on board that they would be safe.
