Piaisiing God with BOASTFUL CLAIMS (5)

The Hebrew word is Halal

Halal means "to make a show, rave, or
boast”, implying a celebration — a
celebration of prayer.




Piaisiing God with BOASTFUL CLAIMS (5)

Piaisiing God with BOASTFUL CLAIMS (5)

God doesn’t need to hear such praise,
but he desires it, because principally,
offering God praise does the pray-er a
world of good.

...2lving a loud shout as praise for the Lord
